2. Aregistered member of Swimming New Zealand in good
standing

3. Be available to fulfill the Team Commitments as listed below

Team Commitments

All swimmers must:

1. Comply with the provisions of their SNZ Athletes Agreement at
all times

2. Conform to SNZ requirements regarding team preparation

3. Make themselves available for all team activities designated by
the SNZ Head Coach and SNZ Youth & Age Manager.

4. Swimmers coaches are required to provide a yearly plan as
requested by the SNZ Youth and Age Manager, within a month
of selection.

Criteria for Selection for the tour:

Selection for the 2011 NZ Youth and Age tri-series tour will be as follows:

1.

Up to 30 females and up to 30 males will be selected from those
reaching the performance requirements at the selection event for
this squad.

Only swimmers who are under 18 years as at the 30 June 2011
may be selected for this squad.

Selections will be in Olympic events only and in the final of that
event at the selection event.

Swimmers will be ranked by FINA Points (based on the
document titled “FINA Point Scoring 2008 — Long Course
50m”), up to the number required who have reached a
minimum standard of 650 FINA points.

Wild cards may be issued at the discretion of the SNZ Youth and
Age Manager in conjunction with the SNZ Head Coach.

Final selection of this squad will be, following performances
equivalent to those achieved at the Selection Event, at the
2010 NZ Short Course Age Group Championships.

Team Size There will a maximum of 60 swimmers (including wild cards) selected for
the NZ Tri series tour 30 boys and 30 girls.
Notes 1. Swimming New Zealand may amend these selection criteria at any

time prior to the commencement of the Selection Event in its sole
discretion by giving notice to those swimmers who meet the eligibility
criteria.
