Technical Panel Terms of Reference

Regional Qualifications

The SNZ TAC has developed Regional Qualifications for Inspector of Turns, Starter and Referee.
Once the qualification documents have been finalised they will be available from the SNZ website
and an email will be sent to regions. Regions are advised to change the name of their Regional
Exams to Regional Qualifications.

The TAC advised Regions that there should be no Regional Timekeepers examinations. Therefore
the TAC has not developed a Regional Timekeeper qualification.

The national examinations for IOT, starter and referee will now be referred to as National
Qualifications. The updated National Qualification Application Form can be found on the SNZ
website here.

The TAC is looking to separate the information from the SNZ Technical Officials Guide into
separate booklets for each role. We will advise officials once the changes (if relevant) have been
made.
